Would you like
to become a more competent paddler with a greater mastery of the skills and
techniques? This is the class for you! Performance Sea Kayaking will help you develop
intermediate skills needed for you to be the best kayaker you can be. The class is held
on either Saturday or Sunday at Freedom Lake Park.
